Project Description
At this time, ARC-BC has over 45,000 individual alternate format files representing over 2008 individual titles.  These include, primarily, textbooks and novels that support the BC K-12 curriculum.  Many of these files have been contributed by the ARC-BC community members, particularly those involved in the ARC-BC Pilot Project.

To ensure that we are moving the collection forward, both with additional titles and with the highest quality alternate formats possible, we would like to work with school districts currently members of the ARC-BC community to develop and strengthen the skills educators need to create new alternate formats and to improve existing ones.  To that end, we will be conducting a project over the next year that will provide school district teams with the technology needed to create and edit alternate formats and the training to do so effectively.   As we are looking for province-wide representation in this project, school districts interested in participating in the project are asked to submit one, district-based application (see attached).  Before submitting an application, each school district team is asked to read the following information to determine if it is able to meet the project commitments and timelines.

Project Commitments

SET-BC will provide…

· one mobile alternate format production ‘station’ consisting of a Windows laptop computer, Kurzweil 3000 v.11 (colour), MS Office, and a flatbed scanner (placed on long term loan to the participating district)
· one to two days training on…

· using the technology to produce and edit a variety of file types (emphasis will be on Kurzweil 3000 editing skills, and creation of .mp3 and text files)

· submitting alternate format files to the ARC-BC collection

· follow up and technical support

School districts will provide…

· teams of educators interested in developing skills in alternate format production who can commit to producing a number of new or alternate formats of curricular materials (textbooks or novels) over the next year

· release time for one or two days of training

· an individual who will be responsible for the alternate format production station (most likely the ARC-BC District Contact)

· Application review and notification of project participants

March 2010
· Shipping of alternate format production stations

· Scheduling of training sessions (in district or at SET-BC Provincial Centre)

April 2010
· Delivery of one or two days training to teams

· Team development and submission of alternate format materials

· Ongoing technical and training support as needed
